Key Scripture/MESSAGE NOTES:
TWO IMPORTANT THINGS TO KNOW ABOUT PERSPECTIVE:
1. WHAT YOU HAVE EXPERIENCED IN YOUR LIFE WILL OFTEN TIMES DETERMINE WHAT YOU SEE.
2. YOUR PERSECTIVE WILL DICTATE HOW YOU RESPOND TO WHAT YOU SEE.

ANTHROPOMORPHISM: comes from the Greek words anthropos (man) and morphe(form). Refers to God by human characteristics.
You do not have because you do not ask God. James 4:2 NIV 
This is the confidence we have in approaching God: that if we ask anything according to his will, he hears us. 1 John 5:14 NIV 
3 THINGS QUALITIES OF AN UNCHANGING GOD
1. HIS WORD NEVER CHANGES 
“The grass withers and the flowers fall, but the word of our God endures forever.” Isaiah 40:8 NIV 
“Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will never pass away.”    Matthew 24:35 NIV 
2. HIS CHARACTER NEVER CHANGES 
Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall trouble or hardship or persecution or famine or nakedness or danger or sword? ... No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who loved us. For I am convinced that neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor the future, nor any powers, neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord. Romans 8:35, 37-39 NIV 
“... I am God, and there is no other; I am God, and there is none like me.”      Isaiah 46:9 NIV 
3. HIS PROMISES NEVER CHANGE 
For no matter how many promises God has made, they are “Yes” in Christ. ...       2 Corinthians 1:20 NIV 
Other Key Scriptures: Psalm 102:25-27 NIV Romans 8:35, 37-39 NIV
START THINKING: Find a conversation starter for your group. 
How do you typically cope with feelings of frustration?
Start thinking. Ask a question to get your group thinking. 
Which part of this message was most impactful for you and why?
On a scale of 1-10, how well do you handle change? What are some things that help you adjust to unexpected changes?
Read 2 Corinthians 1:20. Talk about some of the promises God has made to you. Where have you seen God keep His promises in your life before?
START SHARING: Choose a question to create openness.
Share about a time when you felt frustrated or out of control. How did you handle that time, and what role did prayer have in overcoming that moment?
Is there a Scripture or Bible verse that helps you remember the unchanging power of God? Share that with your LifeGroup, then talk about times when you’ve remembered that verse in the middle of life’s changes.
START PRAYING: Be bold and pray with power. 
Father, You are perfect and unchanging. Please draw us closer to You as we come together in prayer. Reveal Your will to us, and then empower us to go do it. We trust and believe that You will never change. In Jesus’ name, amen. 
START DOING: Commit to a step and live it out this week.
